Growth Management Study - Seaton

Recently, Pickering council determined that they were in
their right to lift the agricultural easements put on these

lands when they were sold in 1999.  They said they took these
actions to avoid legal action by developer Silvio De Gasperis
and other landowners who claimed the easements were illegal.
To us, it is unclear on what grounds since they were a
condition of sale and signed by the city, the region, and the
Province.  In April the regional council endorsed this move.
Both our councillors, Rick Johnson and Dave Pickles voted
against this deal.  These lands are still included in the Ontario
government’s Greenbelt legislation, so it now appears up to
them to determine if the land should be developed.  They are
also reviewing their legal options to protect these lands.
For Seaton itself, at our Annual General Meeting last fall, we
reported that the Provincial plan for these lands was to have
45,000 people in Seaton with future in fill growth possible and
about 25-30,000 jobs.  We also reported that the land swap
deal was completed with 1,057 acres of Oak Ridges Moraine
land in Richmond Hill for 1,275 acres in Seaton.
The city’s Growth Management Study called for 40,000 in
Seaton and an additional 30,000 in the above mentioned
agricultural lands.  They also had plans for more jobs.  We also
had city councillor, David Pickles, in to discuss the city’s
position.

The Draft master plan for the Pickering Airport has now
been released.  Copies of the plan can be obtained from

either the GTAA office in Brougham or the GTAA website.
After the plan was released there were several public
information sessions held to give people a chance to voice
their concerns.  In these meetings, several people challenged
the financial business case both from a demand and a cost
perspective.  The GTAA believes they have a good business
case to develop the airport.  The project has now moved into
the environmental assessment phase which should take
several years.  The federal government will then decide
whether or not to proceed with the building of the airport.
The current projection for opening is still 2012.  At that time the
Buttonville, Markham and Oshawa Airports will be closed and
most traffic relocated to Pickering.  Markham, although not
under control of GTAA, “would have to close due to airspace
conflicts”.  Pickering is expected to start offloading from
Pearson in 2022.  Pickering may also pick up some traffic from
the Hamilton, and City Centre Airports.  Pickering is not
expected to handle passenger flights until 2022.
