Altona Rd. widening on track for 2008

The widening of Altona from Kingston Road to Stroud's
again got budget approval in the April 2006 4 year forecast.
It is still planned for 2008 but will still require budget
approval for that year. The stretch from Stroud’s to Finch
would be done at a later time (possibly only 3 lanes ~ TBD)
and the current plan does not include any new signal lights
(this will be reviewed from time to time).

Traffic Study at Waterford and Oakburn

A traffic study was done in May to, once again assess
whether or not a 4 way stop is warranted at that
intersection. We feel it is warranted due to the blind curve
leading up to the intersection and current confusion at the
intersection (people stopping both ways when only
Oakburn has a stop sign). We hope to post the traffic
study results on our website (awcahome.com) in mid July
and will continue to monitor this item.

Pinegrove and Altona development

As you may have noticed, this property has been resold
and the new developer has erected a sign advertising retail
space. The current plans include 7,000 sq ft of retail and
4,000 sq ft of office space. There are no apparent plans for
a condo development (although proposed by the previous
owner). There may eventually be more town homes at the
south end of the property, but not in the first phase of
development.

Improved lighting at Valleyview Park

We are reviewing the situation to see if lighting can be
improved near the playground area.

ince the Annual General Meeting on November 17th, Bill 16,

the Duffins Rouge Agricultural Preserve Act was passed to
re-establish and protect the agricultural easements that were in
place since 1999. The city had agreed to lift the easements as
part of a settlement with developers who had acquired much of
the land in the preserve.

In May, the Province finished their plan for Seaton which calls for
higher density than the city’s plan using similar lands in Seaton
and conserves the entire agricultural preserve for near-urban
agriculture. The population target could approach 70,000 people,
with 35,000 jobs.

The province has now passed the plan on to the city to do the
detailed planning work and implementation. There is still much
work to be done before any development can occur.

The city is still attempting to have a large portion of the
agricultural preserve removed from the Greenbelt and still want
the Cherrywood area designated as a future urban policy area.
